brought truthfully against auc)
an individual We ought to live
_H0 t:h':]f. when gmeonea accuslis u
of evil he will have to tell a lie
to do it. No man is perfect and
it ls not required that a bishop
l'e.  The word hiameless does not
imply porfection. But a man's
conduct should be lrreproachablc
and lrreprehenslble. TUndoubted-
ly a charge of moral obliqulty
‘would render a person unfit to
serve in the higb and holy call-
ing of the clder's office. In gen-
eral uprightness, in truth, hon-
esty ang chastity there should be
not a stain upon his character or
accosation sustained against him.

I urge the faet that this record
92ys such an one MUST be
blnmeless. If he must be, then it
is wrong to put one in offlca Whe
's mot blameless. In thly same

genso an evangellst must be
blamelzss for the word "un-
'cbhukable” as used In connectilor

Wwith the proclaliner of the gos
nel (I Tim., 6:14) s ldentleal §n
the orlginal wlth the word rend-
ered “blameless™ It will ald us

Verv often the question arlses
concerning  the wisdom of ap-
pointing a man tn the ecldership
who has in tho past heen guilty
of some flagrant offense against
goclety, but who has slnce re-
pented and agsked forglveness of
the ahirch.
