Consequently, Colossians 3 : 1-2 directs that we 
keep seeking the things above, and set our 
minds on such things. After all, that is where 
&st is! If we focus on man's interests, we 
run the risk of distorting God's will. Jesus ern- 
phasized this thought to Peter in Matthew 16: 
21-23. 

Philippians 4 8 provides hrtk guuhce re- 
garding those matters which we should think 
about. We should let our minds dwell on (i.e., 
seriously consider) what ever is honorable, 
right, pure, lovely, of good repute, excellent and 
praiseworthy. This standard is broad and h- 
cludes many things. For example, we are to 
seek God's kingdom and righteousness over 
f& clothing and drmks.  See Matthew 6: 31- 
34. And we h l d  fix our hope on grace, and 

not the lusts of the flesh. See 1 Peter 1: 13-16. 
Of course, the Bible is full of other wonderfui 
examples. 

When focusing on the h g s  above, we must 
also realize the importance of doing so. Ro- 
mans 8: 5-8 pravides the consequences that re- 
sult from our thoughts. Namely, "& mind set 
on the flesh is death, but the mind set on the 
Spirit is life &d peace. " (NASB) 

In conclusion, then, just as a car can be filled 
with unleaded or leaded gasoline, our Christian 
minds can tK filled with unholy or holy fbel. If 
we make the wrong choice by choosmg the un- 
holy, we may falter and stall during those times 
when we have the best opportunities to prove 
our love for Jesus Christ, through our words 
and our actions.
